SUBJECT: ACDA Intelligence Interest

Mr. Plummer has asked that I take the necessary steps
to assure that ACDA is kept up to date on NRO activities
which relate to your intelligence requirements.

I plan to schedule periodic briefings for you and key
members of your staff which would focus on the verification
problem and which would highlight various issues under con-
sideration by the ExCom. 1 believe that the most appropriate
time to begin these briefings would be near the time of the
July ExCom. In order that we might achieve the proper
perspective in our briefing preparation, I would be pleased
if your people could assist us by defining your specific
areas of concern vis-a-vis verification prior to the first
briefing. '

As you know, Mr, Hyland, of the State Department, attends
ExCom. I believe that you and Mr. Hyland would mutually
benefit by maintaining a close interface on ExCom activities
since he routinely receives the ExCom documents.

I hope that my proposals will assist in meeting your
